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Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 

I recently read about a body of research looking at factors that lead to the raising of healthy, happy chil-
dren.  This research has consistently shown that the more often families eat together, the less likely their 
children will smoke, abuse alcohol, use drugs, have sex at a young age or get into fights.  Frequent family 
dining also contributes to children doing well in school and developing healthy eating habits.  These corre-
lations are true regardless of a teenôs gender, family structure or socioeconomic level. 

Thatôs the kind of thing we are working at in our LOGOS Family Nights.  Itôs about relationship isnôt it.  
About making caring connections with one another.  Jesus knew this.  That is why he said, ñwhere two or 
more are gathered in my name, there I will be also.ò  We gather as the family of God each Sunday and 
Wednesday to celebrate at the Table of the Lord.  And itôs true, is it not, that the more often we gather and 
share Godôs time together the healthier and happier we become.  For, in a world full of I, me and mine, the 
church of Jesus Christ is the one place where the good news is proclaimed and as God gathers us togeth-
er we are given lives worth living.    

I believe people come to a church like ours looking for lives worth living through a relationship with Jesus 
Christ. And that begins with the connections they make with each of us.   

So, when visitors come do you make them feel welcome in Jesusô name? 

The great Mahatma Gandhi spent a good part of his life as a lawyer in South Africa before he moved back 
to his homeland of India.  He was an avid reader and really enjoyed and was transformed by his reading 
of the Bible.  He decided to go to a Christian church and perhaps to become a Christian.  When he arrived 
at the church he was told to sit at the back of the church with the other non-white people and was not al-
lowed to go up for communion.  It was the first and last time he went to church.  Years later, when asked 
about his experience with Christianity he replied, ñI love your Jesus, itôs the people in your churches that I 
canôt stand.ò 

All too frequently that is the feeling people get when they enter a church.  When I was in the Navy and sta-
tioned in San Diego. I visited many Lutheran Churches and never once was made to feel welcome.  Lucki-
ly, that didnôt deter me from being a faithful follower of Jesus. 

So, I invite all of us to really begin to live the words of Marty Haugenôs wonderful hymn, ñAll are welcome, 
All are welcome, All are welcome in this place.ò 

Because you may be the only gospel a visitor will experience. 

In the name of the one who gathers us all, Jesus Christ.

What are Thankofferings?   What do they support? 
 

Thankofferings show gratitude for Godõs blessings. Women have been celebrating 
Thankofferings for a long time in many denominations. The Episcopal Church Women 
held their first recorded Thankoffering service in 1889. The World Thank Offering 
service of the Untied Methodist Women has been a tradition for over 100 years.   
Our own Lutheran tradition is not too different: In the early 1900s, small Thankoffer-
ing boxes were given to Lutheran women to place in a special location in their homes. 
Coins were added to those boxes almost daily as a particular blessing was noted. 
Then the women of the congregation would come together once a year to make a pub-
lic collection of these Thankofferings. In both significant and ordinary moments, it 
was, and still is, our opportunity to say thank you to God.  
Your Thankofferings help provide for the total outreach of the womenõs organization 
and support important programs, resources and initiatives for women and communi-
ties throughout the church.
